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Deal with one of the three following subjects:

First subject:
The concept of a psychological unconscious is a contradiction in terms.

1- Explain this idea and state the problematic it raises. (9 pts)
2- Discuss this idea by showing that the existence of the unconscious is a
"necessary and legitimate hypothesis™ and that "we possess multiple

proofs for the existence of the unconscious”. (Freud) (7 pts)
3- In your opinion, what are the consequences that follow from the decisive
refusal of the unconscious? (4 pts)

Second subject:
Force is the only criterion of the right.

1- Explain this judgment and state the problematic it raises. (9 pts)
2- Discuss this judgment by showing that force is not the foundation of right. (7 pts)
3- In your opinion, can we resort to force to achieve legitimate and honorable goals? (4 pts)

Third subject: Text

"If sociology is the science of institutions, their origin and their functioning, then it must
abandon "these free currents that change perpetually and cannot be fixated by the look of the
observer" (Durkheim). These "free currents", whose existence is affirmed by Durkheim as social
facts, cannot be called things without abusing language nor "be dealt with as things", because they
are either understood- and it is not the property of things to be understood but rather to be seen and
explained only- or they are not even perceived and, therefore, become out of the question. We
cannot anymore define the social fact by "objectivity" nor deal with it "as a thing", Even the
institutions, which are the most convenient domain for sociological naturalism, if they can be
explained, then they must be at least interpreted. What are these institutions in reality apart from
the living states that give them meaning, and without referring to these living states? As a result,
the only common property that can be discovered in the institutions and in the facts of mob
psychology is that these and those are not things, and that they have a meaning that must be

conceived, a meaning which cannot be revealed if we want to see them from "the outside™."
