1. Text:

The transition from the natural state to the civil state produces a very remarkable change in
man’s behavior, by substituting instinct by justice, and by attributing to his actions the morality
they lacked before. Only then, when the inner sense of duty follows physical impulse and Right
comes after appetite, man, who up till that day didn’t consider but himself, is forced to act
according to different principles, and to consult his reason before submitting to his inclinations.
Although man deprives himself of many naturally acquired advantages, but he regains much
greater ones : practicing and developing his faculties, extending his ideas, ennobling his
sentiments, and changing a stupid and limited animal into an intelligent being : a man.

Due to the social contract, man loses his natural freedom and his unlimited right to
whatever appeals to him and to all what he can attain ; what he gains is civil freedom and the
ownership of all what he possesses. However, to avoid deceiving himself ..., man should
distinguish between natural freedom, which is limited only by the individual’s forces, and civil
freedom which is constrained by common will. He should also distinguish between possession,
which is nothing but the effect of force or the law of the first occupant, and ownership which can
not be established but by a positive document.
