Employment rehabilitation means that the educational system provides opportunities of career guidance for the public
education, and vocational preparation at both the secondary and university levels, and non-systematic training types allowing
for professional promotion and modernization.

Career guidance during public education is almost absent nowadays, and vocational preparation is available at the
secondary level for 8.8% of the students only (... of which, more than 70% are in private schools) while it should be about
25%. At the higher educational level, the so-called “technical” specialties (superior technical diploma and technical bachelor
degree ) are chosen by a very small number (about 5000 students). The necessary scientific conditions are not available in the
vocational technical schools, and the level of its output is decreasing. On the other hand, vocational training is spreading and is
being supported by the NGOs.
