Third subject : text 

"First, I want to explain what philosophy is. The word “philosophy” signifies the study of wisdom 

[…] by wisdom we do not only mean being prudent in our affairs, but a certain knowledge of all 

the things man can know, be it related to conducting his life, maintaining his health, or creating all 

arts […]. 

All philosophy is like a tree whose roots are metaphysics, its trunk is physics, and its branches, 

which emanate from this trunk, are all the other sciences that are reduced to three principal ones: 

medicine, mechanics, and morality; and by that I mean the most supreme and the most perfect 

morality which presupposes a complete knowledge of other sciences and which is the first degree 

of wisdom […]. 

Consequently, I want to consider the utility of this philosophy, and to show that we believe in its 

ability to distinguish us from the most primitive humans, since it extends to all what the human 

mind can know. 

A nation whose people can philosophize better is more civilized […]. A life without philosophy is 

exactly like someone whose eyes are closed… The study of philosophy is more necessary, to 

regulate our habits and to guide us in this life, than our eyes that guide our steps."
