3- Do you think that we have the right to renounce our rights?

Justify your answer. (4 pts)

"Since the spread of the steam engine in factories, and amidst the overwhelming
growth during the second industrial revolution, techniques have multiplied and
become complicated and reinforced at an astonishing frequency. Quantitative
transformations have led, around the beginning of this century, to prodigious
qualitative mutations. Hence, a new social milieu of human industrialized societies
emerged; the technical milieu...The jungle of daily influences imposed by this
technical milieu continues to expand, thus threatening more and more the
individual's humane values as well as those of the culture in all industrial developed
countries. The proliferation of the techniques and the infernal cycle of needs
(created by such techniques and which, in turn develop them), impose by their
rhythm and intensity, more and more actions on the individual: on his affective life,
his mentality, and his physical and moral equilibrium.
