Teaching English to learners with
Special Educational Needs — Myths
and realities

‘1 know | have children with special
educational needs in my class, | want
to help them and we are supposed to
promote inclusion, but | really am not sure
how to do this’.

‘Some of the children in my class are really
badly behaved, they can’t sit still, don’t
finish their work and are always calling
out. | think they might have a learning
difficulty, but | don’t know what to do’.
Kris, secondary teacher from Poland

Do you feel like these teachers? Do you
think that you have learners with Special
Education Needs (SENs) in your class and
you are not sure how to support them?
Many countries across the world are now
following policies of social and educational
inclusion for learners with SENs. This means
that more and more learners with SENs are
in mainstream classrooms. Many teachers
do not feel that their teacher training has
prepared them for including learners with
SENSs in their classrooms. In my experience,
there are some common myths and
misconceptions around the teaching of
learners with SENs.

Myth 1 — You have to be a specialist
psychologist or specially trained teacher to
know how to teach these learners

No, you don’t. It will of course help you
to learn more about SENs and to get
advice from specialists in the area, but
learners with SENs benefit from good
teaching practice, particularly in the area
of classroom management, planning and

OlL_arT
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setting of tasks. For example, learners
with SENs need clear, consistent rules and
instructions, they need short doable tasks
which give a sense of achievement, they
need to feel the teacher cares about them
and understands them as a person and
they need multi-sensory presentation and
practice of material. Good teachers do all of
these things without specialist knowledge
of SENSs.

Myth 2 — other learners in the class make
less progress when they are taught with
learners with SENs.

No, this is not necessarily the case. Children
with SENs can teach other children to have
empathy, understanding of difference and
other important social and learning skills.
Children naturally understand that some
learners need more help. Adults need to
understand this and work with it. Having
an inclusive classroom experience can
benefit learners and enrich their learning
experience.

Myth 3 — learners with SENs cannot learn
languages

No, this does not have to be true. Learning
English gives many children with SENs
opportunities to learn important skills
such as listening, taking turns, working
with others, waiting for attention, noticing
things about other people, understanding
social language and expressing opinions.
These are skills which are often practised
in English language learning activities and
can be done in a fun, non-threatening



way. Reading and writing stories can give
learners opportunities to explore issues in
a safe, creative way. Learning English in this
way can give a different experience of the
classroom to learners with SENs.

Myth 4 — it takes a lot of extra time and
planning.

No. All teachers are short of time but
including learners with SENs in your class
should not involve a lot of extra planning.
It will involve planning for different learning
styles, thinking about the interests and
strengths of your learners, including
some variations of task type and careful
presentation of the work. However, this
type of planning will improve the learning
of all the learners in your class. | can actually
save you time if more learners engage in
the work at an earlier stage and with better
results.

Myth 5 — a teacher can’t ‘fix’ the learner’s
problem so there is nothing | can do

Definitely not true. The learner does
not need ‘fixing’. This type of thinking
views the learner’s difficulty in a medical
way, assuming the learner is somehow
‘broken’ and needs fixing. In order to have
an inclusive society, we all need to learn
more about the difficulties and differences
of others. Teachers can learn a lot from
learners with SENs and schools need to
learn to adapt their teaching and mind-
set to promote inclusion. For example,
instead of looking for a specialist to
work with the child, the specialist could
help with training for teachers to better
understand ways to work with the child.
Some tips for an inclusive classroom

1.Seethelearnerand not the label. Learners
with SENs are people with personality. Every
person with dyslexia, for example, is not

the same. The learner might be introvert,
extrovert, creative, not creative, humorous,
not humorous, musical, not musical etc. Get
to know the learner.

2. Encourage and use activities which
develop empathy and understanding in your
classroom at all times. For example, many
activities in English Language Teaching (ELT)
involve guessing or remembering something
about your partner, finding things you have
in common or which are different. Exploit
this type of language activity.

3. Create a learning contract where the
inclusive ethos is clear. For example, set
rules which clearly state the underlying
values of your classroom such as:

We help each other

We listen to each other

We understand everyone is unique

4. Give opportunities for learners to present
and practice language in different ways and
in different senses.

5. Develop a peer mentoring or buddy
system, where learners help each other and
share skills.

6. Think carefully about how you give
instructions. Make them clear, concise, give
them on a step-by-step basis. Give them in
the order you want them done and very
simply. Avoid sequencers. For example, say
‘look at the board, open your books’ and
not ‘before you open your books, look at
the board.” Check by giving an example and
getting an example from the learners.

7. Use positive classroom language. Say
what you want learners to do, not what
you don’t want them to do. For example
say <Look at the board’ rather than <Don’t
keep turning round’

8. Use visuals to reinforce
routines. Have a set of pictures showing
different parts of your lesson — listening
(ear), speaking (mouth), writing (pen)

rules and



reading (book) and put these on the board
at the start of the lesson to show the order
for the day.

9. Think about your learners needs and
have a seating plan. For example, hearing
impaired learners will need to sit near the
teacher, learners with ADHD need to sit
away from distractions such as windows
and radiators.

10. And don’t be afraid to ask other people,
the parents/carers, other professionals and
above all, the learner. They will know what
works.

Make it a collaborative learning journey
rather than a fearful one.

Inclusive assessment approaches
to learning in the English Language
Classroom - I'm a teacher not
a psychologist!

Assessment is a crucial part of learning.
It can be difficult to know how to identify
learners with special educational needs
(SENs) in the classroom and how to include
learners with SENs in the assessment
process. The comments below highlight
some of the problems for teachers when
thinking about learners with SENs and
assessment.

«I think there is a learner in my class with

SEN but I’'m not sure, because | don’t know
what | should be looking for and | don’t
know what to do next. | probably should
talk to the parent but don’t know how.’
Eliza, primary teacher from Italy

«We have to do state exams at the end of
the year and | know some of the learners
with SENs in my class won’t be at the
right standard. What can | do? How do
I give them some confidence when they
know they are behind the others?> Maria,
secondary teacher from Spain

There are two main challenges with
assessment for learners with SENs.:

Challenge 1

How do we know if a learner has a SEN?

It is not our job as teachers to diagnose
special needs and to give labels to learners.
It is our job to get to know our learners
and to pay attention to any factors which
support or impede their learning. As a
teacher, you may be the first person to
notice that a learner is having a difficulty
with learning in the group situation. A
common definition of a SEN is that the
learner is having significantly greater
difficulties in learning than the majority of
children of the same age, or has a difficulty
which prevents them for making use of
general educational facilities provided for
children of the same age.

How do we recognise these difficulties as
teachers?

The easiest way is to do what teachers do
best, pay attention to the learner and their
learning. In particular, look beyond any
bad behaviour to recognise any potential
signs of learning difficulties. Indicators
that a learner might be having learning
difficulties are:

e The learner is

not following or



understanding instructions, even when
the other learners know what to do

e The learner finds it difficult to focus on
their work for longer periods of time

¢ The learner finds it difficult to sit still and
wait their turn

* There is a huge difference in the learner’s
verbal and written abilities

¢ The learner finds it difficult to start tasks
or never seems to finish

* The learner avoids doing the task, often
through poor behaviour such as arguing
with the teacher

* The learner does not speak in groups

¢ The learner often seems to be disengaged
or daydreaming

* The learner has problems socializing with
their peers

Of course, all learners may show these
behaviours sometimes. It is important to
notice any recurring patterns and then to
do some further investigation. For example,
the teacher can ask:

e |s the problem across all classes and at all
times of day? If not, the problem might be
with a

specific subject, teaching style or the

timetabling of a subject.

¢ |s the problem with certain groups, the
problem might be with peers.

e |Is there a problem with where the child is
sitting? Can the learner see and hear what
is happening?

¢ Is the work too easy or difficult? Does it
suit the child’s learning style?

e |s the pace of the lesson too slow or fast?

These are all questions the teacher needs to
ask before assuming that the child is having
some special learning difficulty. A change in
seating plan or type of task might make a

big difference.
When enough
collected, it might then be useful to refer to
an educational psychologist for more help
and assessment. It is important that this is
done in partnership with the parent/carer.
Be careful when discussing this sensitive
issue with the parent/carer. As one parent’s
comment shows, you can create a divide
between home and school.

<My son’s teacher told us after 3 days of
school that she thought our child was
autistic. We are really annoyed, she’s not
qualified to say that after such a short time,
we are thinking of taking her out of that
school and don’t want to talk to that that
teacher anymore.»

information has been

You can, however, explain the problems
you see the child having in class and ask
for the parents/carers’ support and discuss
whether this is happening at home as well.
Tip - Use descriptive, factual language
rather than judgemental. Acknowledge the
parents anxieties and emphasis the child’s
positive qualities. ‘I know this is worrying,
but | can see John is really trying hard and
would like to support him more

Challenge 2

How can we assess the learning of children
with SENs?

The other challenge for teachers is the
evaluation and assessment of the progress
of learners with SENs. This can be more
difficult. Children with SENs can find
normal methods of testing difficult and
de-motivating. They might have problems
writing their answers in the required time,
with sitting still for long periods of time in
an exam and some might find it difficult to
understand the test requirements. Learners



with SEN can also lose confidence if they
continually do worse than their peers in
tests and assessments.

Tip — Find out what extra help is allowed
for learners with SENs in state exams. It
can be possible to get more time or to get
someone to write for the learner, it can be
possible to do the exam on a laptop orin a
smaller room.

What can the teacher do during the year?
Even if end of year testing is difficult, you
can work with the learner during the
year on assessing their own progress and
showing what they can do in different
ways. Assessment for Learning (AfL) is an
approach which involves the learners in
their own assessments and allows them to
set their own goals. It can be very helpful for
learners with SEN to measure their progress
against their own targets rather than those
of others. Above all, aim to build learner
confidence outside exam times.

Some strategies to build learner confidence:
In class give opportunities to show
understanding in different
example, learners can make up a role play,
a podcast, a poster, a presentation, or a
3D model. They can use mini-whiteboards
to show their answers rather than
speaking out.

ways. For

e Allow learners to work in groups on
projects where they have different roles
which utilize their strengths.

® Encourage them to measure what they
know now, compared to what they knew
earlier in the year.

e Work continuously with learner on
acknowledging their  feelings
difficulties but also their strengths:

and

‘1 know it can be demotivating when you do
the tests, but you have great perseverance
and never give up, that’s a great skill'.

e Praise and reward other skills. For
example, the most helpful student, the
student who is most responsible, the
most creative thinker.

* Remind them at all times that we are only
assessing a certain type of work, not the

whole person.

And a final thought...

Remember the learner is more than their
school results.

A 6 year old boy was sent home from school
with a note which said:

‘This boy is too stupid to learn’.

That boy was Thomas Edison!
